Our purpose 
Our purpose here at Calvary of Festus is 
threefold, and can be summed up by what 
we call the three “Es” of ministry: 
Exaltation, Edification and Evangelization.  
First and foremost, the Scriptures are clear 
that the primary purpose of the church is to 
glorify God (1 Pet. 2:9).  He created the 
church for His own pleasure (Rev. 4:11).  
Therefore, it is our strongest desire that He 
be exalted and glorified in all we do both 
corporately and individually.  In a 
secondary sense, the church exists for the 
edifying or the building up of one another; 
to bring each believer into full maturity so 
that they might engage in the work of the 
ministry (Eph. 4:7-16).  So here at Calvary, 
we emphasize the expository teaching of 
God’s Word, chapter by chapter, verse by 
verse, and encourage the exercise of 
spiritual gifts as set forth in Scripture (1 
Cor. 14).  And lastly, our commission is to 
evangelize the world (Matt. 28:18-20, Mark 
16:15 & Acts 1:8).  Jesus said when He is 
lifted up; He will draw all men unto Himself.  
Paul said when we are built up; we will 
grow up and therefore manifest His love by 
serving others.  Thus, the natural result 
becomes salt and light in a world of decay 
and darkness.
